A NOTION may be realized, and becomes Cognition; but that which is neither a
Sensation or a Perception, that which is neither individual (i.e. a sensible Intuition) nor
general (i.e. a conception) which neither refers to outward Facts nor yet is abstracted from
the FORMS of perception contained in the Understanding; but which is an educt of the
Imagination actuated by the pure Reason, to which there neither is or can be an adequate

ING, therefore, is the science of phaenomena, and their subsumption under distinct kinds
and sorts, (genus and species.) Its functions supply the rules and constitute the possibility of
EXPERIENCE; but remain mere logical forms, except as far as materials are given by the
senses or sensations. The REASON, on the other hand, is the science of the universal,
having the ideas of ONENESS and ALLNESS as its two elements or primary factors. (59)

Secondly, from the very nature of these principles, as taught in the Bible, they are
understood in exact proportion as they are believed and felt.

cally true: We (that is, the human race) LIVE BY FAITH. Whatever we do or know, that
in kind is different from the brute creation, has its origin in a determination of the reason
to have faith and trust in itself.

Implicite, it is the COPULA—it contains the possibility —of every
position, to which there exists any correspondence in reality. It is itself, therefore, the
realizing principle, the spiritual substratum of the whole complex body of truths. This
primal act of faith is enunciated in the word, GOD: a faith not derived from experience, but
its ground and source, and without which the fleeting chaos of facts would no more form
experience, that the dust of the grave can of itself make a living man. The imperative and
oracular form of the inspired Scripture is the form of reason itself in all things purely
